2) Nominations can be carried out by secret ballot upon either
request from the CB or an HoD in accordance with
following procedures:

a) Secret ballot can be carried out by the CB to select
members mentioned in (4.1.B).

b) Nominations for the committee membership under
section (4.1.B) are called at least 1 week before the date
scheduled for the secret ballot.

c) Elections are carried out by voting and the CB chair has
an ordinary vote and a casting vote.
